Elizabeth and Norma 
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Hope returns to the Delmarva Peninsula 
 

(Williamsburg, VA)---The odyssey of Hope, a whimbrel carrying a satellite transmitter, con-

tinues to amaze scientists. Hope was originally captured on 19 May, 2009 on the southern 

Delmarva Peninsula of Virginia. She left Virginia on May 26 and since that time has logged 

more than 21,000 miles (33,000 kilometers) flying between a breeding territory on the 

McKenzie River near Alaska and a winter territory on St. Croix in the U.S. Virgin Islands. On 

Friday (8 April, 2011), Hope returned to Virginia following a 75 hour, 1,850 mile (2,900 kilo-

meter) flight out over the Atlantic Ocean.

 During the course of two full migration cycles, Hope has clearly demonstrated how dis-

tant locations are interconnected in the life of migratory species and how their conservation 

requires collaboration on a multi-national scale. For three consecutive springs, Hope has re-

turned to the same creek in Virginia where she has fed on fiddler crabs preparing for a trans-

continental flight to her breeding grounds. The creek, located in the Conservancy’s Virginia 

Coast Reserve, is part of the Western Hemisphere Shorebird Reserve Network, a network of 

international sites considered critical to populations of declining shorebirds. Hope’s breeding 

grounds on the McKenzie River are part of an International Important Bird Area and one of 

the areas of highest conservation value in Canada. Efforts are ongoing to protect the area con-

sidered by many to be one of the most pristine watersheds remaining in North America. For 

the past 2 years, Hope has wintered at Great Pond, a Birdlife International Important Bird Ar-

ea on St. Croix. Protection of long-distance migrants like Hope requires that countries recog-

nize the importance of vulnerable populations and work together toward effective conserva-

tion solutions.

 Hope is one of several birds that have been fitted with state of the art 9.5-gram, satellite 

transmitters in a collaborative effort by the Center for Conservation Biology at the College of 

William and Mary – Virginia Commonwealth University and the Virginia Coast Reserve of 

The Nature Conservancy to discover migratory routes that connect breeding and winter areas 

and to identify en route migratory staging areas that are critical to the conservation of this de-

clining species.

 Satellite tracking represents only one aspect of a broader, integrated investigation of 

whimbrel migration. During the past 4 years, the Center for Conservation in partnership with 

The Nature Conservancy has used conventional transmitters to examine stopover duration, 

conducted aerial surveys to estimate seasonal numbers, collected feather samples to locate 

summer and winter areas through stable-isotope analysis, and has initiated a whimbrel watch 

program. Continued research is planned to further link populations across staging, breeding, 

and wintering areas. Funding has been provided by The Nature Conservancy, the Center for 

Conservation Biology, The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Virginia Coastal Zone Man-

agement Program, Georgia Department of Natural Resources, The Toronto Ornithological 

Club, the Toronto and Region Conservation Authority, the Willow Beach Field Naturalists, 

and the Northern Neck Audubon Society.

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Potter Wasps 
By Norma Wallace 

On Thursday afternoon, August 19, 

2010, Erich, a neighbor of mine, left a baby 

food jar in my mailbox with the strangest of 

contents. It was a geranium leaf! On top of 

the leaf was attached 3 mud creations, about 

1/2 inch long, forming a circle. The geranium 

leaf came from a geranium growing in Er-

ich’s front porch planter. 

That evening, when I removed the jar’s 

lid, I spotted an unfamiliar winged creature 

crawling about. I reached for my Audubon 

Field Guide to North American Insects and 

Spiders and voila—the answer! The jar con-

tained three Potter Wasp cells. One of the 

Potter Wasps had emerged. 

The name Potter Wasp is derived from 

the fact that the cell building material is com-

prised of soil mixed with regurgitated water. 

From this, the mother Potter Wasp, on her 

own, creates a real work of art. The single 

nest looks like pottery because of its shape 

and texture. Building time takes about twelve 

hours. The cell is hollow and it is here the 

mother places a small hairless caterpillar, 

killed by being stung. Next, the mother Potter 

Wasp lays her egg on top of this food source. 

Then she seals each cell with the building 

material. Within the cell, the egg hatches. 

The larva feeds on the provided food supply. 

It them pupates and becomes an adult wasp. 

When it is ready to leave, it chews a hole in 

the mud cell and emerges. 

I did not release the first young Potter 

Wasp until the following morning. It dis-

played a bit of confusion from its overnight 

unnatural lodging. Slowly, the young wasp 

edged out of the open jar (lying on its side) 

onto the porch railing. Then, turning its head 

to each side, testing its wings, up and away 

the little creature flew.  

I returned the jar to the kitchen sill so I 

could keep an eagle eye on it. I did so want to 

witness ―the birth‖. I turned my back for just 

a moment—a second Potter Wasp had 

hatched! It, too, was carefully released. Back 

to the kitchen the birthing jar and I went, 

along with the eagle eye.  

It seems fate was against me. I did not 

see the third Potter Wasp hatch. Was it ever 

chipper though and did it want its freedom! 

Not a moment’s hesitation did wasp number 

three take! It flew straight as an arrow from 

the open jar into the sunny warm air and free-

dom. 

What an incredible experience that was 

from start to finish, to be an observer of an 

extremely rare moment in the world of na-

ture! And in my kitchen and front porch, no 

less. 

The jar and the nests have been passed 

on to Mark Rupke of the Laurie Lawson Out-

door Education Centre as exhibits so that the 

children might see a small miracle of nature.

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REPORT ON OUTING TO LONE PINE MARSH LED BY MARK RUPKE 
 

This outing was originally scheduled for April 10th. However, with steady rain all morning the outing was can-

celled. Nevertheless, 4 people went directly to the Marsh and, since Mark Rupke was there, he led them on the 

outing as by then the rain had stopped. 
 

On the rain date of April 17 we awoke to lovely sunny skies although the temperature was quite low and a strong 

wind was blowing. My wife, Marguerite, jinxed the day by planting Snow Peas because by late morning we were 

experiencing blizzard conditions in Port Hope. A call to Mark at 12:30 pm found that in Grafton it was sunny! As 

a result 5 hardy souls decided to go to the Marsh since we knew Mark would be there regardless of the weather 

and, sure enough, when we got there it was snowing! We spent an enjoyable(?) hour with Mark and saw a num-

ber of birds, the highlight being 2 Great Egrets flying on the far side of the marsh. In addition, we found Ring-

billed Ducks, Wood Duck flying over the marsh, Northern Flicker, Brown Creeper, Golden-crowned Kinglets, a 

lone Ruby-crowned Kinglet and an Eastern Phoebe. We also had the normal suspects: Mallards, Canada Geese, 

Red-winged Blackbirds, Common Grackles and Crows. No mammals were seen; they had more sense than we 

did and were probably hunkered down somewhere!
