Heritage trees are a living legacy that provide ecological,
economic, sodal and cultural benefits to the community.

1 Yictoria Park - A matwre canopy of silver maples (Acer saccharnnum), poplar {Populus spp ), a catalpa (Catalpa
speciosa) and an endangered butternut (Juglans cinerea) are found in this historic park. Matwre elm trees (Limus spp.)
have been lost to Dutch Elm Disease in recent years.

2. Ontario Street - Once called Lowve's Lane, this length of Ontario Street south to the west beach was the location of
historic sites incleding the lllahee Lodge built in 1878, Mature sugar maple (Acer saccharum), red pine {Finus resinosa),
and horse chestnut (Aescwlvs hippocastanwm) are seen in the front yards of heritage homes along this comridor.

3- C. Gordon King Centre (Cobouwrg Public Library}- The prominent red pine (Finus resinosa) along Ontario Street was
preserved from the Duke of York Square park area that was on this site prior to library construction in 1994

4. James Street - This matwre twlip tree (Linodendron tulipifena) species is typically found in more southern Carolinian
Forest regions. ltis located in the George Street Heritage District in front of a home that appears on the 1874 map of
Cobourg. This tree has tulip shaped leaves and a tall clear trunk typical of this species.

5. Henry Street - This area has a large concentration of matwre ash trees (Fraxinus spp.) threatened by the Emerald Ash
Borer. A pheromone lured trap has been placed in this area to detect new infestations.

6. Brookside Youth Centre - Two heritage Evropean beech {Fagus sylvatica) parallel with King Street may have framed
the emtrance to the wealthy American estates of Cottesmiore or McCook which were on this property in the late 18go's
and early 1g00's. These trees have charactenistic bark and one with a trunk that you can see right throwgh.

7- Sidbrook Hospital - This provincially and federally endangered cocumber tree (Magnolia acuminata) is thought to
have been planted in the American estate gardens arouwnd 2885, It was discovered by the Town during a site plan appli-
cation tree imventory. It has a vnigue form and blooms each year at the beginning of June.

B. Donegan Park - A lone American beech (Fagws amencana) in this park may be a remnant of the original Boulton's
Woods on the Morthumberland Hall property. Daniel Donegan was so taken by the beauty of the woods while "beech
nutting' for his children in California that he purchased the land and donated it to the Town for parkland in 18g4.
