The Nature Conservancy of
Canada, a private land conservation organiza-
tion, is a key founder in the Rice Lake Plains
Joint Initiative.

Entertainers included Waaban (a hand
drumming duo of Jordan Mowat and Nathalie
Restoule), Cale Crowe, Ken Whiteley, the
Barnburners, and Chad Solomon (with his pup-
pet show Rabbit and Bear Paws).

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2014 Rice Lake Plains Butterfly Count

Roger Frost

The second annual Rice Lake Plains But-
terfly count was held on June 21, 2014. This
count was organized by Val Deziel and Todd
Farrell of the Nature Conservancy of Canada.
A butterfly count works much the same way as
a bird count. In fact, the circle covered by this
count is almost identical to the Northumber-
land Summer Bird Count’s circle. Of course,
on a butterfly count you are counting butter-
flies, not birds. Butterfly counting has its ad-
vantages. Since butterflies like sunny warm
weather, they are seldom very active before
mid-morning or after mid-afternoon. No get-
ting up with the birds for butterfly counters.
Unfortunately, if the weather is cold, cloudy or
rainy, it is not good for butterflies. The 2013
count was cancelled due to rainy weather.

For the 2014 count, all the participants
met at the Alderville Black Oak Savanna Na-
ture Centre at 8:30 a.m. Here, we were as-
signed our area to cover, as well as to our
teams. By 10:00, we were in the field counting
butterflies. Luckily, it was an excellent day for
butterflies: clear, warm with only a light
breeze.

Our team covered Area 5. This is the
southwest part of the circle and covered the
area north of Grafton to the Centreton Road.
Due to the limited amount of time, we were
able to cover only a small part of this area.
Still, we managed to find 24 species of butter-
flies, including more Silver-spotted Skippers
than I had ever seen in one day (70). Our group
also saw Silver-bordered Fritillary, Arctic

Skipper and Bronzed Copper.

By 3:30, all the groups had reconvened
at ABOS to tally up the list and have a feast
of chili and bannock. Altogether, there were
38 species of butterflies counted that day.
Some of the more interesting ones were
American Copper, Tawny Crescent, Mottles
Duskywing, Peck’s Skipper, Indian Skipper
and Silvery Checkerspot. It was not a great
year for migrant butterflies, with only 2 Mon-
archs, 1 Question Mark, 3 American Ladies
and 28 Red Admirals found.

No doubt if we had held this count a
week or two later, many more of the mid-
summer flying species would have been en-
countered. However, if the count was held
then, it would overlap with several other On-
tario butterfly counts and likely it would lose
many of the more experienced observers to
these counts. This count definitely needs more
observers, as the areas to cover are large and
difficult to cover adequately with one party. It
is also a circle well worth covering. The ar-
eas’ remnant prairie and savanna habitats host
some of the few colonies of the endangered
Mottled Duskywing in Ontario. With more
field work in the Rice Lake Plains, who
knows what other unusual species may be
found?

The 2015 count is tentatively slated for
Sunday, June 21.

Eagle-watching in Northumberland, November 2, 2014

In strong northwesterly winds and near-
freezing temperatures, Richard Pope and I stood on
the crest of Trent Valley Road just west of Bright-
on, hoping to see eagles — and see them we did!

The strong NW winds were a good thing, the
wide panoramic view from our high ground all the
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way down to Lake Ontario was also a good thing,
but the clear, cloudless, bright blue sky was not.
Finding black dots in the blue was hard, but losing
them in this vast, featureless sky-canopy was all
too easy, and many migrating raptors must have

passed us by unseen.

The first half hour we were there was quiet,
but as the sun warmed the hillsides, thermal cur-
rents strengthened and the first eagles appeared. In
the hour between 10.30 and 11.30 we tallied:

*10 Turkey Vultures — all in one loose kettle

*5 Bald Eagles — all immature

*A few accipters, none definitely identified to spe-
cies

*3 adult Red-shouldered Hawks

*22 Red-tailed Hawks

*10 Golden Eagles — mostly juveniles, some adults
*A few flocks of crows, siskins, and goldfinches

After this, the flight seemed to stall a bit and
we left around noon, nearly frozen, but delighted
with the great views we had had of these magnifi-
cent birds.

Now, if only there had been a few friendly
cumulus clouds to highlight the passing raptors...
Perhaps next time.

The Kaufman Field Guide to Insects of North America
Eaton, Eric R. and Kenn Kaufman. 2007. Houghton Miflin Company.

I’ve had the “Peterson Field Guide to
the Insects” in my bookcase for several dec-
ades, but must admit I haven’t looked at it
more than two or three times in all those
years. Now [’ve been introduced to Kenn
Kaufman’s “Insects of North America” Field
Guide and find I’'m fascinated. It’s a gem of a
book, not too big, but lavishly illustrated with
hundreds of excellent photographs. The text is
easy to understand and learn from, scientifi-
cally correct, yet well-written, clear, and con-
cise.

Nearly 90,000 species of insects are
known to live in North America, so an easily
portable field guide obviously has to be selec-
tive. The aim of this book is plainly stated to
cover those insects most likely to be noticed
by simple, direct observation.

A very readable introduction covers
how to find insects, their anatomy and life cy-
cles, their classification and conservation, but
then you quickly get to a feast of colour and
diversity as dragonflies are followed by roach-
es and grasshoppers, cicadas and beetles, but-
terflies and wasps and bees and ants.

How could I have left it so long? Alt-
hough insects occur almost everywhere and,
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amazingly, make up more than half of all liv-
ing things on this planet, somehow we don’t
pay most of them much attention, certainly
not the ones that aren’t pretty. We may ad-
mire beautiful butterflies, but fear and dislike
many of their uglier relatives, especially the
biters and stingers. But now that pollution and
overuse of pesticides are drastically affecting
pollination of the world’s crops by honeybees,
and our swallows and swifts and nighthawks
are disappearing because their insect food is
disappearing, we are at last paying more at-
tention to this huge, diverse, essential part of
the animal kingdom.

I can heartily recommend this “Field
Guide to Insects of North America”. It should
be on every naturalist’s bookshelf.

I must also echo Rod Lee’s enthusiastic
review from the last Curlew of “The ROM
Field Guide to the Butterflies of Ontario” by
Peter W. Hall et al., which is more detailed in
regard to the butterflies seen in our own area.

Both these books are easily available
from Amazon for less than $20 each, or may
be ordered from local bookstores — excellent
ideas for Christmas giving or receiving.
